What he paid attention to is
studying our heart spreading our knowledge and guiding ourselves depending on manners so that he built a
life learning which treats Cheng Yi as incidence of Mind learning. The system of Mind learning is broad and
profound when he was old Hong Yuan brought Buddhism and Daoism into Confucianism on the one he
sought the exceed of Mind . On the other hand because he was willing in living in a alone village his learning
system did not have feasible successors. His methodology of Mind and Xing broke away from Cheng Zhu
looked silent or Jing as the center developing to insight so he coalesced with the idea MingJue of Zen in the
end it is the final of Mind learning from Bay Sha to Gan Quan to Naturalism. However as he thought highly
of obtaining political knowledge from history and valued reinterpret Ge Wu theory his learning has certain his—
torical role in Ming dynasty . Reading the second volume introduction of Jue Shan teacher could expand the
study of Ming dynasty’ idea deepen the acquaintance of GanQuan’ s and YangMing’ s successors.
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
